Submission of Papers and Presentations
Abstracts, papers and presentations may be submitted in English or in Vietnamese and presentations can be held in either English or Vietnamese language. Guidelines for the submission of papers and presentations are as follows:

1. Abstract, to be submitted by April 27: 

If you want to present a paper on the conference please submit:

· One half to one page abstract with   
· 2cm margins on A4 paper size
· Font: Arial 11pt for English and Arial MS Unicode 11pt for Vietnamese contributions 
· MS Word or a compatible format. 
Choose a title for your paper and presentation which summarizes its content and will be used in the symposium program. Indicate in which symposium session you would want your paper to appear. All submitted abstracts will be reviewed by the symposium committee which will select the abstracts most suitable for the conference. 
2. Paper Preparation until May 04, Presentation until May 11:
For abstracts which were selected, a paper of up to six pages and a powerpoint presentation has to be prepared. Please send your paper before May 04, the presentation to the organizers before May 11. 
Please name the files as follows [name_topicshortname]. Since all papers need to be translated prior to the conference, no modifications to the papers and presentations can be accepted after this date. 
Practical Guidelines

Visa

Please notice that you need a Visa for entering Vietnam. Vietnam has now become more liberalized in issuing its visa to foreign visitors. In many countries, you can apply directly to the Vietnamese Embassy or Consulate. Please contact us in case you need an invitation letter. When entering Vietnam, the minimum validity of your passport must exceed six months. Before departure, do not forget to check that the information that actually appears on your visa is correct! 
Hotel

Please organize accommodation on your own. Feel free to contact us for hotel recommendations.

Transportation
If you arrive at the airport you will find airport taxis immediately after leaving the arrival area. The standard taxi fare from Noi Bai airport to downtown Hanoi is US-$10 and can be paid in USD or in Vietnamese currency (Make sure to agree on the fee with the driver in advance). Airport buses are also available. For transportation in Hanoi use metered taxis.
Money exchange
There are money exchange facilities available in the arrival area of the airport. ATMs are to be found in many locations in Hanoi and you can withdraw money with all major credit cards. Hotels and gold shop will also exchange dollar bills to Vietnamese Dong. The exchange rates are around: 16 000 VND : 1 USD and 20 000 VND : 1 Euro.
