	Upscale models
	Provide finance
	There are many challenges for up-scaling+ apply 3 approved case studies => due to some reasons 

	Select suitable forestry tree compositions for biodiversity conservation purposes
	Increase financial norms of the Program 661 - afforestation
	Low educational background of local people

	Study and identify suitable forestry tree species for each region
	Investments of local people are not significant
	Economic background of local people is low 

	Apply new, cleaner technologies
	Traditional practices of ethnic minority groups
	Complicated procedures for approval

	Change to CDM policies => payment for forest protection
	Long production cycle versus short financing period
	Poor infrastructure -> high transportation costs
